m Your eye doctor refers you to the Vision
Rehabilitation Center.

B A Living Well with Partial Vision Occupational
Therapist contacts you to schedule an initial
evaluation in your home.

M During the one- to two-hour evaluation you

collaborate with your therapist to determine
treatment goals and schedule a Low Vision

Exam if you have not already received one.
W Therapy is designed for your individualized
interests and specific needs.

B [n-home treatment sessions usually last one
hour and take place once or twice per week
for about one month.

What Will | Gain?

Upon program completion, 90% of participants
maintain long-term improvement in their ability
to care for themselves, manage daily household
tasks, and read/write using low vision devices.

Living Well with Partial Vision is covered by
Medicare for anyone whose vision is 20/70 or
worse in their better eye or whose visual field is 20
degrees or less.

VISION REHABILITATION CENTER handles all
insurance billing and filing of claims.
